Despite the
restrictions and a great amount of physical work needed on construction of our church building,
we try to preach to people and help them, so that everybody seeking the Lord will hear the Gospel
and be saved.

John Kachelman’s visit was busy as usual. There were several trips
scheduled and thankfully we did not hit all red alerts traveling to other
destinations, which were Kherson, Zaporizhia and Kyiv.

Needless to say, everybody here was excited to see more brethren coming.
We missed seeing our regular visitors as well as newcomers. Thankfully, the
restrictions had been lifted and we were able to worship in-person. John
continued teaching the Book of Colossians he had started on the previous trip
and the lessons were, as always, very practical, instructive, motivating and
refreshing. Everybody was upliffted and had a better grasp of Paul’s
admonition. And, of course, fellowship with brothers and sisters was touching
and rewarding.

We rejoice that in spite of the pandemic, the Lord’s Church here is growing.
Now we have a small group of Christians in the village of Zelena, which is in
the Carpathians. While here, John visited those brethren — Bogdan, Galyna,
Peter and Tanya. The fellowship was so encouraging as we shared a meal
and talked about God and His Church. As a result, Galyna’s father Peter who
had been quite hesitant, made up his mind not to wait any longer. John had a
good illustration talking about disciples in Ephesus who had been baptized
into John’s baptism and when they found out about the baptism for the
forgiveness of sins they were baptized in the Lord. | think this illustration finally
convinced Peter to do what was right. What a blessed and joyful day it was!

Together with Ivan and Sveta we visited a shelter for runaway children
where they stay up to 6 months.

As the bears were handed to the children, their
faces were glowing with joy and happy smiles. Some of them, it seemed, did
not know how to smile. This is sad for it shows that they had seen things they
should have seen and suffered things that should have never been exposed
to. | hope and pray that those little bears will remind the kids there are people
that care for them and one day they will find out that love and care come from
our Lord.

Besides the bears, John provided money given by different ones in the
States to purchase hygiene supplies, medicines for the winter months and
detergents.

The Mayor was
impressed and in return presented John with a drawing by a local artist for his
input in the well-being of the village. Such interaction with the village promotes
the credibility and presence of the Church in the area.

Besides these events, there was a trip to Yaremche where John met with
Mayor Andriy Ivanovych, whom like Anatoly, the Mayor of Lysets, we have
known for years and who had helped us with humanitarian aid issues so many
times. When we first met, he was not a mayor, he was just a businessman
concerned about his country. The Church provided his home town of
Mykulychyn with tons of relief items. This time we visited the school where
some of our campaigners worked two years ago and delivered PPE and
sanitizers there which were bought with the money donated to John by some
of you. The headmaster and staff gave big thanks, which again go to you in
the first place.

As always, there was a visit to Ugornyky to see Mayor Lubov. She is always
such an encouragement and joy to see. She radiates optimism and good will.
Our Church building is on a plot that is under Ugornyky jurisdiction and was
granted to the Church as a result of all the relief items that the community had
received and continue receiving unto this day. That is a field being ploughed
and fertilized for the time when we move to our own place and will interact
with locals more planting the seed and expanding the Kingdom. We pray
constantly for God to let us move into the new building before the end of the
year.

Then came Caleb, Gif and Nate but | was gone with John to other
destinations and was not able to be in their classes but | know from their
reports and from the reports | heard from members that they did a great job
teaching, encouraging, helping and visiting with the members.

While the above guys were teaching in Ivano-Frankivsk, John and | went to
Kherson and Zaporizhia and spent a few days in Kyiv in between. In Kherson
and Zaporizhia we visited hospitals that either received aid from the
containers that you collected and shipped here or needed some help with the
stuff available. We also got to see some friends in Zaporizhia and made plans
for future shipments.

In Kyiv, John met with two representatives of our new consignee that we
used to get stuff to Zaporizhia.

They were having problems with the Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine and
their Task Group that gives approvals for humanitarian shipments. We had
been fighting to get that container approved, had submitted all imaginable
documents and revisions but it did not help and the requirements were getting
more and more ridiculous.

Finally, the consignee requested John to meet with the Task Group face-to-
face. The meeting resulted in getting the approval but | was ashamed of my

IVAN SKOLEBA’S NEWS FROM IVANO-FRANKIVSK...

We salute you, our dear brothers and sisters in Christ! We have been able
to do a great amount of work this month. The success is because of the help
we have from God and you. Unfortunately, lockdown restrictions are still in the
way and some members cannot worship in-person. People that are not
vaccinated are restricted — they are banned from some stores; they are being
fired from their jobs; and, they are forced to be vaccinated against their will.
Those that are not fully vaccinated are restricted. Thus, the greater part of our



members worships online. Despite the restrictions and a great amount of
physical work needed on construction of our church building, we try to preach
to people and help them, so that everybody seeking the Lord will hear the
Gospel and be saved.

Our Sunday attendance is 12-15 and about 9 to 12 families worship with us
online. About forty people total. We keep an eye on all of our members and
stay in touch with them. Besides, we deliver food bags to our elderly and
needy once a month. The bags contain flour, butter, sugar, grains and canned
meat or fish. These bags help people survive at such trying times.

All of the men help with the construction as much as they can. The whole
Church dreams and does everything they can to move to the new building as
soon as possible, where we will have our signs inviting people to the Church;
where we will have different activities to encourage people to come and bring
their children with them. There are plans as to how we should become even
more active. Maybe the tribulation we are suffering now with the pandemic
and war will show everybody with whom the Lord is.

Once a week, together with Svitlana we visit our brethren in the village of
Zelena, where we teach classes to adults and children. Besides, we visit
families that are open to the Gospel and take food, hygiene supplies as well
as relief items to them.

We visited the family of Dmytro and Maria in Sniatyn this month. They both
had had a severe case of COVID but were doing better so we could visit. We
see them from to time and talk about the Word of God with them.

Since there are still a lot of restrictions in Ukraine, everybody is keeping
safety rules.

We constantly pray for our work and thank the Lord and you, our brethren.
With John Kachelman’s help we have completed repairs of a doctor’s office in
one of the local hospitals where our members receive medical help. And with
the help from the Dalraida Church of Christ we have bought furniture, desks,
a cabinet and a sink for the doctor’s office. Doctors are very thankful for all the
help and surprised to see Church of Christ continue with good deeds helping
S0 many in spite of the hard times everybody is facing now.

Now, there are up to 100 kids in each orphanage, with about 30 kids
in each place that are very needy. When | talked about the needs, they
actually started saying that they didn't have any clothing budget starting last

year! This means nothing was purchased for kids... And for some the need is
great...Imagine that they asked, please, get underwear and socks, it's the
highest priority. In the TB orphanage, for instance, they literally said they have
some kids, who have 2 pairs of underwear only! One is washed, the other is
on them. Can you imagine?

And when | bought things in for the visually impaired orphanage, and when
kids were trying the stuff on, | saw that one boy had such worn out socks, that
you could see his skin thru them, they were toilet paper thin...

You find the delivery to the visually impaired orphanage (Svetlovodsk,
visually impaired kids). The most needy kids got to choose first. In fact, many
of them had several outfits chosen, including shoes and winter jackets.
Please, note that some kids are in the orphanage due to disability and may
have relatives who take care of basic needs with clothing, while others come
from families where no one can take care of them. And our government now
wants to pretend there is no problem and the parental rights shouldn't be taken
away, etc. Years ago, such cases would go to court and kids would become
official (legal) orphans, now the policy is different. And obviously the
government isn't providing enough. So, only thanks to such people as Jerry
and his helpers and sponsors, it's possible to help the kids who are in such a
great need!

| really don't have enough words to explain to you what it felt like to help
kids choose the items and try them on. What it felt to see the joy and
happiness in their eyes. They were so shy at first, but Antonina (director)
helped to choose and many other teachers did, too! We were let in after the
lessons and had to show our vaccination certificates, because now it's actually
forbidden to go into the orphanage.

What we delivered included winter jackets, shoes with fur, very warm
turtlenecks, sweaters, sweatshirts, hats with scarves, sportswear, underweatr,
socks, underpants for boys and really warm leggings for girls, etc. At the
background you can see many tables full of things, some were on the floor or
in bags, as we couldn't fit them all up.

Please, note that some children have mixed disabilities, for instance one
boy has not only eye problems, but also cerebral palsy. One girl is completely
blind. | am sure life isn't easy for these kids, and let me thank you from all my
heart and from the name of all the staff and the kids for your kindness and for
your long-lasting help to them! It really means a lot! May God bless you all for
everything you do for children here, you may not even realize how much it
means and how much good it brings into their lives. It's amazing!

Please, note that my house turned into a sorting center a bit, as | had a
certain number of kids/age/sizes stated and | had to sort out certain outfits to
make sure that the most needy ones get it first. So, | had to put the things on
the floor, too. But | have thoroughly washed it before doing it! It's not out of
disrespect, it's because | didn't have enough space to do it. It took a while to
go from one place to another trying to find the right sizes and the right things,
and trying to get discounts to buy more clothes, but | coped! :)

Again, many thanks from Ukraine! Jerry, please, thank all the people who
supported this project. And let them know that they have done an amazing

{ thing! Hugs to everyone from Ukraine! Anya and family.

PS: I’'m planning to deliver things to TB tomorrow. We fully stuffed the car
on Monday to make a delivery to the visually impaired orphanage :) :) :) and
it was raining cats and dogs, but we coped! hurray :) :) 3)
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
