We thank our loving God always for your faith, love, and continued partnership in the gospel
work here in India. Your prayers and generous support have been a great encouragement
and blessing to us, helping us to reach many lost souls with the truth and to strengthen the
Lord’s church in various villages.

We are grateful for the opportunity to serve and for your continued prayers and support as
we labor in the Lord's vineyard across Telangana and Andhra Pradesh. The months of
October and November 2025 have been filled with fruitful opportunities to share the saving
Gospel message.

1. Village Evangelism : In the last two months, we were blessed to visit 13 villages in both
Telangana and Andhra Pradesh states, dedicating time to various forms of outreach and
teaching. 

Nighttime Gospel Meetings>With the assistance of local gospel preachers, we conducted
evening Gospel meetings. These meetings were well-attended by church members and were
also open to guests from denominational and Hindu families in the respective villages.
People of all age groups attended these meetings.

1.Lessons Taught in Night Meetings> 
a. God's Love The depth and nature of God's unconditional love for humanity.
b. Purpose of Man> Exploring God's original intent in creating man.
c. What do you think about Jesus?>A focus on the identity and mission of Christ.
d. Are you Ready ? > 
e. Death is Sure> Encouragement on preparing oneself for life's inevitable end.
f. what Kind of Steward you are?> A study on Christian responsibility and management of
God's blessings.
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2. Personal Bible Study >Prasuna and I spent valuable time conducting personal Bible studies.
We were warmly welcomed by five Hindu families and three families from different
denominational Churches. Their willingness to open their homes and hearts to hear the
message of Jesus and His love was a great encouragement.

3. Preachers’ Meeting:
During the months of October and November, we conducted eight Preachers’ preachers
Meetings in different locations. These meetings included gospel preachers, denominational
preachers, and interested men and women who desired to learn the Bible more accurately.
Each meeting was conducted from 10:00 AM to 4:00 PM, with two sessions in the morning and
one session in the afternoon.
 The main lessons taught during these meetings included:

Lessons from the life of Jesus Christ from Gospel of Mark
Heaven 
Why the large number of priests obeyed to the Faith? Acts 6:7
Lessons from the Tower of Babel. Genesis 11
Love for the church
Eternal life
What is repentance? 

At the end of every session, time was given for questions. Many denominational preachers
openly expressed that they had never studied these subjects carefully before. Several of
them requested further Bible studies and invited us to visit their villages.

 4. Women’s Bible Study
Prasuna continued to conduct Women’s Bible Classes regularly during October and
November. A total of six women’s Bible classes were conducted in different locations.
The lessons focused on:

Name will be blotted out of the book of life?.
Faithful service in the home
Godly character
Women who served God in the Bible

These classes helped encourage sisters spiritually and strengthened their faith and
commitment to the Lord.



5. Baptisms and Follow-Up
We are thankful to God that during October and November, three precious souls obeyed the
gospel and were baptized into Christ for the remission of their sins. After baptism, we
immediately began follow-up Bible studies with the new converts to help them grow in faith,
understand Christian living, and remain steadfast in the Lord.
Please continue to pray for these new brothers and sisters.

6. Benevolence Work
During the months of October and November, we were able to extend financial assistance to
several needy individuals and families. We provided help to three aged widows in Similiguda
village, assisting them with their basic needs.
In addition, we supported five poor preachers’ families, providing ₹3,500 each, in the areas of
Nizamabad, Khambhampadu, and Prathipadu. This assistance helped them meet essential
household expenses and encouraged them to continue faithfully in the work of preaching the
gospel. We are grateful to God for making it possible to share these blessings and to
demonstrate the love of Christ through benevolent service.



7. Online Bible Classes
From Monday to Saturday (6:00–7:00 AM), we continued our online Zoom Bible classes
without interruption. Approximately 120 men and women regularly participated.
During October and November, we focused on:

The Book of Acts
The Establishment of the Church
Salvation in the New Testament

Many participants asked sincere questions, and some began attending local congregations
after understanding the truth.

8.Work in Hyderabad
Every Sunday, We actively involved in preaching at three worship services in three
different locations in the Hyderabad area:

8:30 AM – 10:00 AM at Chandanagar church of Christ
10:30 AM – 12:30 PM at Miyapur church of Christ
7:30 PM – 9:30 PM at Miyapur church of Christ (evening service)
